2010 Competition FAQs
 
Q: How do I name my digital photographs?
A:  [Title]-[Your Name].jpg
Be sure to include the Group (A or B), Category, and Color or B&W in your submission.  
If you are submitting several photos in more than one category, it's best to separate the emails so that your entries are grouped together.  
Just put the category in your subject line.
 
Here's an example:
 
Email Subject: Group A, Nature, Color
Attachment: Wild Flowers-John Doe.jpg

Q: How do I know if I belong to the "A" group or "B: group?
A:  Group A is really for the more seasoned photographer and exhibitor. Any paid member can enter images in the 'Group A' competition, 
but if you have won any Camera Club of Richmond Memorial Award or have received more than '3 Certificates' you are required to compete in this category. 
 

Once you have competed in this category you must remain, unless otherwise deemed by the board of directors, in that group next year.
 
Any paid member who has not won any Camera Club of Richmond Memorial Award or have received less than '3 Certificates' can enter images in the 'Group B' competition.
 
Once a member achieves either of these restrictions they are automatically moved into the 'Group A' competition.
 
'Group B' is intended to offer all members a chance to enter their photographs, prints, and/or slides and compete with their fellow members on a similar skill level. This is not meant to segment the members or to segregate by perceived quality. It is highly possible that a member of the 'Group B' could produce a photograph as good as or maybe even better than a 'Group A' member. Despite this it can be somewhat daunting at times to compete against more experienced members when you first start, for simply that reason.
 
Q: How many photos can I submit?
A: Fifteen, as long as they have been evaluated in 2010.
 
Q: If I submitted a digital photo for evaluation, can I submit the same photo as a print (or vise versa)?
A: No.  The photo must be submitted in the same manor as it was when evaluated.
 
Q: Is a sepia photo considered B&W?
A: Yes.  The B&W category allows for monochromatic prints. For example, a color photo that has been digitally converted to sepia or a print that has been toned can be submitted in a B&W category.
 
Q: What category do I submit portraits?
A: They should be submitted in the Portrait Category as long as it is a posed subject.

 
Q: If I took a picture of a picture but the original work was not mine, can I submit it?
A: No. This may violate copyright laws.  All work must be the original work of the photographer.  You also prohibited using stock photos that have been included in the photograph.
 
Q: How are the entries judged?
A: Each photo will be judged on a 10-point scale.  The judge's score will be added together to get a final score.  In the case of a tie, the judges will discuss the photo and the tied entries will be rescored.
 
Q: Can I be present during the judging?
A: No.  The judging is closed to all members.  Only a select few board members will be present to assist in the process.
 
Q: Will the scores be published after the competition?
A: You may request your score after the End of Year Banquet.
